infrastructure. During this month alone Violations Documentation Center in Syria documented 26
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targeted attacks on health, education, and services facilities. Most of which put out of service as a
result of the attacks.

VDC documeted attacks by the Syrian and Russian forces on 13 medical and health
facilities; 12 hospitals and medicine factory. All out of service now. Additionally, VDC documented
the destruction of a total of 13 educational and services facilities by the aerialbakts carried by
the Syrian and Russiangovernmentn g psdf t /  Utwd cerftersdobcdi] defénsej(\White b s f
Helmets); a high school; three factories for garment, sugar, and steel; electricity generator; a
heritage mosque; a local traditionaharket, and an internally displaced camp.

Moreover, VDC documented one attack carried by the opposition armed groups on a school

in the Alforgan neighborhood in Aleppo.
